In paragraph 4, Eric says, “my father is an engineer.” Father is another word for dad. Choice (B) 
is correct.

Eric says, “Rachel is 18 years old, and Carrie 
is 10 years old.” Carrie is younger than Rachel. This makes Carrie Eric’s younger sister. Choice
